The Office for National Statistics adds that Britain is the
loneliness capital of Europe with 11% of those of pensionable age only seeing friend, relative or neighbour less that once
per month.

On the 7™ of May at 7.00pm in St Brigid’s Church Hall, Brian Jones the Membership Development Officer for the
diocesan SVP will be giving a talk on its work and inviting us to respond positively to Pope Francis’s call in our own
communities.
